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International Recipe

SOUTZOUKAKIA 
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Ingredients: 

· 1 kg/2 lb ground beef 

· 2 eggs 

· 1 sliced onion 

· 1 litre/1 quart of liquid tomato paste 

· Some olive oil 

· Salt, pepper and oregano seasoning 

· Cumin seasoning 

· Some flour 

· 2 spoons of sugar 


Mix the meat with the eggs.

Add chopped onion, cumin, salt and pepper. 

Form into elongated balls.

Turn inside a bowl with the flour. 

Fry the floured meatballs in the oil at high heat. When cooked add the tomato paste and sugar.

Let cook for another 10-15 minutes at medium heat. Serve with either rice or fries/chips.

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The Scout Association in the United Kingdom was incorporated as a charity by Royal Charter in 1912.  The program goals are to provide youth with opportunities to participate in outdoor adventure activities, to learn team-building skills and develop new friendships.  There is a firm commitment to co-education so the youth can develop together and meet the aims of Scouting through one program.  Membership is open to all young people and adults, regardless of ability, who are prepared to accept Scouting’s fundamental principles. Today, there are over half a million adults and young people enjoying the fun and friendship of Scouting in the United Kingdom. 

Mission Statement

The aim of the Association is to promote the development of young people in achieving their full physical, intellectual, social and spiritual potential, as individuals, as responsible citizens and as members of their local, national and international communities.  The Method of achieving the Aim of the Association is by providing an enjoyable and attractive scheme of progressive training, based on the Scout Promise and Law, and guided by adult leadership. 

History

With an international Membership of approximately 28 million, and over half a million in the UK alone, the Scout Movement is the world's largest voluntary organization for boys and girls. Impressive figures - particularly when you consider that Scouting began with 20 boys and an experimental camp held during the first nine days of August 1907, at Brownsea Island, Dorset. The camp was a great success and proved to its organizer, Robert Baden-Powell, that his training and methods appealed to young people and really worked. In January 1908, he published the first edition of 'Scouting for Boys', issued in six fortnightly parts at 4d each. It was an immediate success. Scouting is today - the world's leading voluntary youth Movement.

Why do a new logo? 

Key changes in society which have particular relevance to the Scout Movement include: 

· increased competition for market share and public awareness in every sector of society 

· a wider choice of leisure activities, and an increase in the number of leisure and sports facilities across the U.K. 

· a greater number of computers in schools and homes, along with the development, and increasingly addictive qualities, of computer games 

· a reduction in free time for many people 

· higher expectations of products and services 

· a general sense, real or imagined, that crime is more prevalent today. This applies particularly to violent crimes, and crimes against children. 

What does this mean to The Scout Association, and what does it mean in terms of the Scout Association’s identity?
With changes such as those listed opposite, it is becoming increasingly difficult to attract new people to the Movement, both as Members and as adult volunteers.

While research has shown that The Scout Association is viewed very favorably and enjoys very high levels of awareness among the general public, it also showed that the public perception of the Movement is out of date. This outdated view leads to misunderstanding, and to the perception that the Scout Movement is no longer relevant to society today. This, in turn, is one of the reasons for the decline in support for the Movement, from adult volunteers and young Members.


What was the aim in designing the new identity?
The aim was to meet the diverse requirements of The Scout Association. The following requirements were identified: 

· to retain the elements of the existing brand which demonstrate the highest levels of audience awareness and recognition 

· to retain the history, while bringing the brand up to date 

· to accurately reflect the Movement as it is today 

· to help in changing the outdated perceptions of the Movement held by the general public 

· to help deliver the ‘trust’ and ‘credibility’ deserved by the Movement 

· to make the brand instantly recognizable and appealing 


Land Activities

Scouting is very much about getting young people out and doing everything from a week long summer camp to caving, climbing and expeditions at home and abroad.   PRIVATE "TYPE=PICT;ALT=land activities"It is through Scouting that many young people develop their interest a whole range of activities from archery to potholing. 

A large part of the Scout training program is aimed at helping young people enjoy outdoor pursuits in a safe but challenging environment.

Water Activities

Scouts and Sea Scouts take part in a whole range of water based activities extending from sailing in Tall Ships to canal camping trips.  The Sea Scout program is largely dedicated to making young people as much at home on the water as they are on land. The greatest achievement for Sea Scout Troops is to achieve Royal Navy recognition.  Water activities offer an especially exciting challenge within the Scout training program. 

Air Activities

There are Air Scout Groups throughout the United Kingdom, 60 of which are RAF recognized. The recognized groups are run with the co - operation of the Royal Air Force, who carry out inspections of the groups and also oversee some of the flying activities.  The Air Scouts participate in a huge range of air activities including parachuting, paragliding, hand gliding, microlite flying and parascending. 

Creative Activities

A popular image of Scouts is the rugged outdoor young person swinging across rivers or climbing mountains.  The Scout training program also offers opportunities for creative and cultural activities such as playing in bands and orchestras or performing in shows.  A number of today's top performers started their career in a Scout Gang Show.

Technology Activities

Computing, electronics and amateur radio are just three examples of technology experienced by the modern Scout.  Every year thousands of Scouts throughout the world learn about each other and make new friends during 'Jamboree-on-the-Air' and 'Jamboree-on-the-Internet'.

PRIVATE "TYPE=PICT;ALT=technology activities"
For many young people it is Scouting that often opens the door to a career in technology based industries.
